Guidelines:

Scholarship Applicants must meet the following criteria:

e Currently a senior in high school who has been accepted to TSU or a current student enrolled at

TSU

e Have at least a 2.7 Grade Point Average (Copy of final progress/report card for graduating high
school seniors or printed copy of TSU transcript for current students.)
Complete all of the required components on the scholarship application
Become an active member of the TSU Pre-Alumni Council on campus once enrolled*
Metropolitan Atlanta area resident
Recipients must present valid proof of enrollment before funds are released

All scholarship applications will be reviewed by the student relations committee and ranked on the basis
of the following:

e Financial Need
e Minimum Grade Point Average (2.7 on a 4.0 scale)
e Written Essay
